Let’s correct
1) The story of Trayvon Martin:

It took place In Sanford, Florida, On February 26, 2012. A 17-year-old African American called Trayvon Martin was on his way back from the shop when he was shot by a policeman called George Zimmerman. The policeman said that he had been assaulted by the teenager. He was unarmed but the policeman claimed to have shot in self-defense. No evidence was found and Zimmerman remained uncharged until April 2013 when the governor of Florida appointed a prosecutor who brought a criminal charge of second-degree murder against Zimmerman. 
2) The story of Kendrec McDade: 

It took place in Pasadena, California, on March 24, 2012. He was unarmed and had no criminal record. Yet, the young man was shot in the street by two police officers. The mother complained and said that she wanted to know the truth about her son’s death since nobody knew that he had a gun. 
3) The story of Kimany Gray: 

It took place on Brooklyn street around 11:30PM. The police said that a teenager called Kimani Gray was “adjusting his waistband in a suspicious manner.” He is said to have pointed a revolver at them. They fired 11 rounds. After the shooting a witness called Vanessa allegedly (supposément) heard him saying: “Please don’t let me die.” Then, she said that the officers replied: “Stay down, or we’ll shoot you again.” 
4) The story of Eric Garner: 

It took place In New York on July 17, 2014. Eric Garner a 43-year-old African American was confronted by police officers for illegally selling cigarettes. He died “after losing consciousness as a police officer lock(ed) him in an illegal chokehold” (prise d’étranglement). The police officers were called because of a fight that the man had started. His last words were “I can’t breathe.” It has been revealed that the police officer had been investigated for misconduct seven times before Garner’s death. 
5) The story of Michael Brown: 
It took place in Saint Louis on 9 August 2014 around midday. A policeman called Mr Wilson saw Michael Brown and a friend walking down the street. We don’t know what exactly happened but the 18-year-old man was found dead. He was suffering from at least 17 gunshot wounds and his body stayed on the street for at least four hours before it was removed. Some people say that he had his hands up when he was shot but some disagree. 

6) The story of Natasha McKenna: 
It took place in the Fairfax jail on 3 February, 2015. Natasha Mckenna was an inmate there. She was tasered four times after she was handcuffed behind her back and shackled around the legs. She also had a hobble strap ( hobble: entraver/ strap: sangle) connected to both restraints and a spit (crachat, salive) mask. She died on February 8. 
7) The story of Walter Scott: 
It took place in Charleston on April 4, 2015. North Charleston patrolman called Michael Slager shot Walter Scott, an unarmed black motorist. He was found guilty of second-degree murder and obstruction to justice. He gave false testimony to investigators. 
8) The story of Freddie Gray: 
It took place in Baltimore On April 12, 2015. Freddie Gray was arrested because he “fled unprovoked upon noticing police presence.” He was arrested. It is said that he was arrested without the use of force. Police commissioner ( préfet de police) said : “it is not clear why Gray was stopped by the officer as there is “no law against running.” It is said that he had a switchblade. Police officials said that he should have received medical attention. He had asked for his inhaler but had been ignored. He arrived at the hospital in critical condition. 
He suffered “a very tragic injury to his spinal cord which resulted in his death. “It is said citing medical experts, that the force would be similar to that of “the impact from a car accident.” 
9) The story of Christian Taylor: 
It took place in Texas on August 7, 2015. Christian Taylor, a 19-year-old football player was shot during a break at a car dealship. He had traces of drugs in his body. He allegedly told the officer that he was there to steal the car. According to the autopsy he has been shot four times. The policeman was fired four days after the shooting. 
10) The story of Samuel Dubose: 
It took place in Cincinnati, on July 9, 2015. Ray Tensing shot Samuel Dubose. The police officer asked him for his driving license at a traffic stop. Tensing tried to open the door of the car but Dubose allegedly tried to hold it shut. The policeman said that he tried to grab ( attraper) the car keys but that the man started the car and began to drive away. The policeman shot because, according to him, his arm was caught. The policeman faced a charge of murder. 
11) The story of Gorge Floyd: 

It took place in Minneapolis on May 25, 2020. The employee of a convenience store called 911 and said that Gorge Floyd had bought cigarettes with a counterfeit 20$ bill. 17 minutes later Floyd was unconscious and showing no signs of life. The four police officers have been fired. Mr Chauvin, a police officer kept his knee on Floyd’s neck for at least eight minutes and 15 seconds. His last words: “I can’t breathe” became a symbol of the Black Lives Matter movement. The policemen have been charged with second-degree murder.
